Study Visit

23/11/2010  PP6 Pilot area

The PP6 Pilot area covers 4 districts and 32 small municipalities are involved in the project implementation. PP6 is developing 2 study routes targeted on experts on mining, students, schools but also partly families with children. The designed routes include the visit of the open mine, dump area, examples of the recultivated areas, visit of the Mining museum. The information on the product will be disseminated through Infocentres in small municipalities and 2 big Infocentres (Ledvice and Chomutov). 

Unfortunately the Study visit was held at the end of November and because of the weather it was not possible to visit the most interesting points of the designed tourist offer, so PP6 decided to start the Study visit in the power plant in Ledvice, where the overview of the of the designed tourist offer was provided together with the clarification of involvement of the cooperating partners and their division of tasks. PP6 also provided the information on training courses realised under WP5 and targeted primarily on the staff of the Infocentres, 2 crucial in the centres of the study routes, but also small Infocentres in the cooperation municipalities. The local partners of PP6 – Severočeské doly a.s., Czech women association and Mayors of cooperation municipalities also presented their ideas and tasks in the project implementation. (See agenda)

Then the participants moved to the Municipality of Braňany to the visit of the family farm, local farm, which is involved in the pilot action by offering the accommodation in family pension, together with the traditional restaurant and selling local products. The participants were taken on the sightseeing of the farm, visited the barns, stables and farm houses, the family running the farm informed the participants on the process of the establishment of the family business, with the problems and with the promotional activities and ways of cooperation with their local stakeholders. The participants tasted the lunch – traditional Czech meals and continued to the visit of Hasištejn castle, which belongs to one of the cooperating municipalities. The castle is used for regional events, and t is involved in the study route, because from this historical place it is possible to see the industrial places - the power plant and also renewable sources of energy - wind power plants on the opposite side. So this place characterise the diversity of PP6 pilot territory.

The study visit continued to the Podkrušnohorské Technical Museum, where the participants were familiarised with the history of the process of mining in the area, and was finished in the castle Červený Hrádek, where they were informed on the history of the castle and the reconstruction, which was financed from EU funds.
