	Description of transferred good practice to be transferred (main points 
 ):

· Definition of a Feasibility Study on Recovering Abandoned Small Hydros: 210 abandoned or not exploited small dams were studied in a previous survey summing up to 48,5MW of potential power. For 58% of them that are considered to be recoverable, a detailed and individual tecno-economic viability study was done. Finally, under the scope of the current feed-in tariff, 24,8MW offer an interesting investment choice for private investors (IIR>8%).
If applicable: Which bottleneck did you intend to address by this transfer? 

About 50 water plants exist on the territory of the Ústí Region today. Most of small hydro plants recently utilised are located on former or still existing (some of them are damaged) weirs, and they might be evaluated as not effective for energy production, because of low stream gradient, bad hydrologic conditions (especially the problem of minimal residual flows in the respective part of the channels of watercourses is important in the Ústí Region), restrictions from the point of view of the environment and landscape protection, the complicated landowners relations exist, the access to the waterworks is not possible together with the different interests and plans for the future of the owners of weirs and plots.
By which means is the transfer being done? 

· Inclusion of results and conclusions of the “Study on the possibilities of renovation of old water plants in the Ústí Region” as an input in the updated Energy Concept of the Ústí Region  

· Publishing of these conclusions and their utilisation as a tool for investors in searching of appropriate locations for the reconstruction of water power plants. 
What are the main steps in making the transfer? 

· Checking of the conditions for transfer, hundreds of waterworks operated in the past in the Region which have not been renovated till now

· Elaboration of the summary containing available data and initial sources 

· Definition of regional stakeholders – water courses managers, Energy agency of the Ústí Region, respective municipalities, investors, Union of entrepreneurs of energy sources utilisation 

· Development of the draft of the study evaluating the potential of the closed waterworks and energy production in the Ústí Region
· Based on the conclusions of evaluation and on the National Concept of the development of small hydro power plants (under the development of the Ministry of Agriculture of the Czech Republic) the Feasibility Study of the renovation of the small hydro power plants elaboration (including the evaluation of the economic efficiency). The subject of the study is the evaluation of the possibility of the utilisation (reconstruction) of former water plants in the territory of the Ústí Region with regard to the current situation in the location, which is characterised by:
             requests on the environmental status of the water flow 

             runoff water

             landowners issues (accessibility)

· The results of the Study will be published on regional websites and will be included into the updated Regional Energy Concept of the Ústí Region
